Now before the Court is Plaintiffs’ motion for an Order dismissing the action and adopting 

the parties’ settlement of this lawsuit on claims brought by Plaintiffs against Defendants. ECF No. 

34; see also Pls.’ Ex. A Supp. Mot. Stipulated Dismissal, ECF No. 34 at 5–8 (executed Settlement 

Agreement). The parties executed the Settlement Agreement on June 15, 2021, and the Iowa State 

Appeal Board approved the Settlement Agreement on August 2, 2021. Having reviewed the 

Settlement Agreement, the Court FINDS:       

That the Settlement Agreement is fair, reasonable, and adequate under the circumstances 

of this lawsuit and is approved. 
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IT IS ORDERED that the Settlement Agreement, incorporated herein by reference, 

between Plaintiffs and Defendants is approved and adopted. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Court shall retain jurisdiction to enforce the 

terms of the Settlement Agreement.   

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Plaintiffs’ claims against Defendants are 

DISMISSED in accordance with the Settlement Agreement.  

The parties are responsible for their own costs.
